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Preparing for new CFC campaign rules

Solicitation of Federal Civilian and Uniformed Service Personnel for Contributions to Private Voluntary Organiza-
tions -As of January |, 2016, the Combined Federal Campaign will have new regulations for the 2016 campaign period. Regarding
funds contributed to the CFC during the 2015 campaign year, LFCCs and PCFOs will continue to operate, disburse funds, and submit
to compliance requirements in accordance with regulations in 5 CFR parts 950 as amended at 71 FR 67284, Nov. 20, 2006.

The Office of Personnel Management (OPM) is issuing final regulations concerning the Combined Federal Campaign (CFC). These final
regulations are being issued in order to strengthen the integrity, streamline the operations and increase the effectiveness of the pro-
gram to ensure its continued growth and success. They were designed in response to the recommendations of the CFC-50 Commis-
sion in the Federal Advisory Committee Report on the Combined Federal Campaign, issued in July, 2012. As such, we expect these
regulations will improve donor participation, CFC infrastructure, and standards of transparency and accountability. For more infor-
mation on the new regulations, please visit: http://www.opm.gov/combined-federal-campaign/ or https://www.federalregister.gov .
