The fall 2015 Combined Federal Campaign is 

the second time that federal employees 

nationwide can designate to any local organi-

zation qualified for the Combined Federal 

Campaign (CFC).  Previously, the campaign 

regulations restricted giving only to local 

charities serving people in the location of 

their permanent duty station.  This means if 

you have a favorite CFC-approved charity in 

your hometown or another location beyond 

where you have lived or worked, employees 

can now give to those organizations in addi-

tion to the normal local charity listing.
