BM1 Shelby joined the Navy upon graduation from Jeffersonville High School. Athletic in high school, he participated in various sports throughout including football, which he received various awards including All Conference and Most Valuable player.

BM1 Shelby completed boot camp in Great Lakes, Ill., in 1985. Following boot camp was stationed on various ships: USS Brumby (FF-1044), USS Comte de Grasse (DD-974), USS Leader (MSO-490), USS Exultant (MSO-441), USS Gettysburg (CG-64), and the USS Tortuga (LSD-46). He also served two tours on shore duty; Shore Intermediate Maintenance Activity (SIMA) Mayport, Fla., and the Navy Recruiting Station South Bend, Ind., where he was the Recruiter-in-Charge. 

BM1 Shelby received numerous awards during his military service including the Meritorious Service Medal, Navy/Marine Corps

BM1 Shelby is a member of the peer mentoring program for the Florida Brain and Spinal Cord Injury Program. As a mentor he works with newly injured people that need direction and information about their injury. He has successfully mentored three people with injuries similar to his own. 

In the spring of 2011, Shelby will complete his Associates in Science degree in Biotechnology, in which, he has maintained a 3.8 GPA and is currently on the President’s List at Florida State College, Jacksonville, Fla. His dream is to one day work in a Center for Disease Control lab researching various diseases. 
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
