Warrant Officer Johnathan Holsey has no room for sympathy or pity in his life.  In August 2004, he deployed to Iraq with the 2nd Infantry Division, 1st Battalion 503d Infantry based in Korea.  On November 10, 2004, while on convoy in a hostile area of operation, the vehicle in which he was a passenger struck an improvised explosive device (IED).  The blast from the IED caused massive damage to his vehicle, resulting in severe injuries to his left leg.  As a result, his left leg was amputated below the knee. Leaving the military was not an option.  He wanted to know while still in the hospital, “How can I continue to serve?” Warrant Officer Holsey has continued to serve.  His assignments after his amputation have been McDill Air Force Base, FL, Army Human Resources Command, VA, and currently Ft. Gillem, GA with the 3rd Military Police Group (CID) unit.  
Warrant Officer Holsey’s philosophy is “you can find so many blessings in what others might view as limitations or disabilities.”  He clearly lives his philosophy and will be competing in the 200 meter and 400 meter track events, the standing discus, and cycling.
An example of Warrant Officer Holsey’s unwavering determination was evident in his applying for and subsequent acceptance to the United States Army Warrant Officer Career School as the Institutions “First Ever” amputee in its historic 91 year history.  Warrant Officer Holsey attended the Warrant Officer Career School and graduated on June 5, 2009.    
Warrant Officer Holsey is currently attending St. Leo’s College, Atlanta, GA, campus in pursuit of his bachelor’s degree in Management. 
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
