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COLLECTION DAY GUIDELINES
This template is to be used by activities within the National Capital Region (NCR) needing their donations collected.  Please note that the DoD is encouraging self-delivery for the 2015 Campaign. Don’t wait for a collection date to drop off your donations!

National pick up dates will be announced by USDA soon (they are usually the last Wednesday of every month).  Please visit the FFF website at www.defense.gov/fedsfeedfamilies for updated logistical information. 

If you require a pick-up on one of the dates, this template should be provided to the DoD Logistics POC, Tonya Pollard, at dodhra.mc-alex.dcpas.mbx.dod-feds-feed-families@mail.mil as soon as possible, but NLT two weeks prior to the pickup dates.  Below is the requested information to be included in your pickup request:

Make sure the agency contact that was provided is available and reachable at the pick-up time scheduled for your agency. 

Label your boxes with your agency name! Use the Box Label as the template. Boxes that are not labeled with your agency name will not count toward your agency total. 

Be ready when the driver arrives! Begin preparing your boxes for collection before the collection dates. Drivers only have 10 minute windows at each pick-up location. 

Do not overflow boxes. This makes them hard to load and transport.  
DRIVERS ONLY DRIVE, they are not allowed to load the boxes onto the trucks. You must have a team ready to load the boxes onto the truck. 

Please note: it is greatly appreciated if your activity is able to transport your donations directly to a local food bank.  If your agency plans on dropping off the donations directly to a food bank, be sure to coordinate with them in advance of the drop-off.  Also be sure to get a receipt and the total number of pounds donated so that you can report it to dodhra.mc-alex.dcpas.mbx.dod-feds-feed-families@mail.mil. Thanks!
